Sherryl Wesson, Ebby Halliday Office Manager, reviewed the Lake Highlands real estate market:

According to Sherryl, the Lake Highlands real estate market is strong with a 2% increase in year-to-date sales.  Dallas area listings are down, but with the increase in sales a solid local market is being maintained.  She reported that there are very few foreclosures in Lake Highlands, and our desirable location is the key to continued growth and success.  The other key factor driving local home sales is area retail development.  This year 485 Lake Highlands homes have sold, down 17% over last year, but with a sales price increase of 4% the local market is faring quite well. 
James Frye, Landscape Architect with HNTB Corp discussed Northwest Highway improvements:

James introduced a 30 million dollar TXDOT project beginning at the White Rock Dart station and ending at Goforth and Northwest Highway.  The project includes six new elevated bridges along Northwest Highway and a pedestrian walkway where the current west-bound lanes are located with easy access to White Rock Lake.  Construction should begin in December of 2008 and it is scheduled to be a 2 year project.
Donna Halstead of the Dallas Citizen’s Council discussed the Parkland Bond Election:

Donna asked the LHAIA members to consider voting to approve the sale of bonds to build a new Parkland Hospital.   The new hospital would add 200 beds to its current capacity of 650, improve their state-of-the-art burn center and allow for additional teaching resources.  This is presented to the voters as a $1.27 billion public/private partnership with the proposed hospital located across the street from the current facility.
