LHAIA President, Jack White called the meeting to order and the following topics were discussed:
I. Jack White gave a recap of the Steve Wakefield coffee on December 16th at Highlands Café to honor Steve for his five years as President of LHAIA and his community work.  Steve has committed to continue to pursue code issues in Lake Highlands.
II. Juice It Up is closed effective January 12th.

III. The Land Use committee, chaired by Kathy Stewart, is currently working on their “Land Use Committee Deliverable” and Jack White has committed to attend their committee meetings.

IV. Jack White will be meeting with the Economic Development committee acting heads (Frank Felton and Kim Jensen) to finalize leadership within their group.  The LHAIA bylaws require one head per committee.
V. A Crime Watch committee chairman is needed and the board was asked for suggestions.  This topic will be addressed at the Presidents meeting on January 19th as the board is looking for neighborhood input.

VI. A financial review committee will be assembled to conduct an internal audit of the 2008 LHAIA books.  The board agreed that a financial review every other year is necessary for group accountability and transparency.
VII. The board has been challenged by Jack White to submit weekly website updates (due by Monday morning to Robin Norcross) to keep content fresh on the site and drive web traffic.

VIII. Status of the Northlake Post Office was discussed as was the opportunity to support it – reducing their hours of operation has been reported.  Robin Norcross brought up the possibility of schools or LH organizations “adopting” this post office and making it more of a destination place by displaying children’s artwork, having a letters to Santa drop box, etc.  Robin is following up on this possible community service project.
IX. Robin Norcross was contacted by Joan Walne regarding the For the Love of Lake Highlands service project spearheaded by the Lake Highlands Junior Woman’s League to be held in March.  Joan asked for LHAIA support for this project which the board agreed to.
X. Steven Clary proposed the possibility of approaching Jerry Allen regarding bike lanes on major LH road arteries to improve our infrastructure and develop LH as a bike-friendly community.  This effort could support the Northwest Highway improvements and if completed would make LH the first community in Dallas with dedicated cycling lanes.  White Rock Valley home owner Heather Rinaldi asked Steven to present this idea to the board for feedback.
XI. Development status on the former Timber Creek apartments location was raised and there is no new information from Trammel Crow to date on progress or possible tenants.

XII. DART access to the Town Center was discussed, but currently there is no officially confirmed or denied development plan as to a White Rock Trail entrance or parking garage as per multiple sources.
XIII. The agenda was set for the January 19th President’s Meeting to be held at the Dallas Children’s Theater.  This meeting will feature Bob Curry, Northeast District manager from the Dallas Department of Code and Compliance.  Bob will discuss how the Dallas Code Department has been restructured to better serve the communities and how he now works and offices in Lake Highlands.  Kelly Gregan, our Lake Highlands Community Prosecutor will be on hand to discuss her accomplishments as well as the issues and concerns of our neighborhood.  And our new Northeast Substation leader, Deputy Chief Lawrence will be introducing himself at the meeting and discussing his vision of police efforts and activities in Lake Highlands.
With no other business, the meeting was adjourned.
